HOW TO ENTER

Online entry procedures are being updated for the current Fair year. Complete instructions will be published once
the new entry platform is finalized. Exhibitors are responsible for reviewing and following the official instructions
when released.

HOW TO USE YOUR EXHIBITOR GUIDEBOOK

Review the Entry Guide to discover the areas that interest you and then check due dates and deadlines.
A helpful hint: Don’t wait until the last day! If you have questions about your entry or how to enter,
come by the office or give us a call and we will be happy to take the time to help you. You may enter
online at www.colusafairgrounds.com and click Exhibitor Information.

ENTRIES DEADLINE: Date and Time entries (online submission) close. Complete the online entry process
and pay any applicable entry fee before the due date. The office will be open for anyone that needs
help with entering.

ENTRY FEE SCHEDULE: Look at the beginning of each Department for the required entry fee.

ENTRIES RECEIVED: The exhibit (the item) receiving date is the day, time and building you need to bring
your entries to the Fair. Don’t be late because entries will not be accepted after the deadline. If you are
unable to bring your items yourself, you may have a relative, friend, neighbor, etc. bring them for you.
ENTRIES JUDGED: This is the date and time of judging. Open Judging will be held in all

departments, so you may hear the judge’s reasons for the placings given.
