ELIGIBILITY AND AGE REQUIREMENTS

4-H Age Requirements:
The levels of membership for 4-H are age based. Each level is defined as follows:

Primary Members:

Must be 5 years old by December 31 of each calendar year. Primary members cannot enroll in large
animal projects.

Junior:

Exhibitor 9-10 years of age as of December 31 of each calendar year.

Intermediate:

Exhibitor 11-13 years of age as of December 31 each calendar year.

Senior:

Exhibitors who are 14-18 years of age as of December 31 of each calendar year.

Grange Members

Must be at least 5 years old on December 31 of each calendar year to exhibit. They may exhibit until
the end of the calendar year in which they reach age 19. All Grange Youth must be 9 years old on
December 31 of each calendar year to exhibit large animals.
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
